	For both programmes

•	Ensure staff delivering the immunisations have received 
appropriate training on the administration of RSV 
vaccination including practical assessment.

•	Highlight eligible patients on the system, if possible, to 
promote opportunistic vaccination.

The Vaccine
•	The RSV vaccination authorised for use in the older 

adults and maternal programmes is Abrysvo® PreF RSV 
vaccine (Pfizer Limited).

•	Vaccines are available to order via separate codes on 
ImmForm for the respective programmes. Please ensure 
you order from the correct stock. Aim to hold no more 
than two weeks’ worth of stock to avoid waste.  
 
- Prior to administering the RSV vaccine for the first 
time, vaccinators are encouraged to watch a preparation 
video: Preparation | Abrysvo®▼ (respiratory syncytial 
virus vaccine) | PfizerPro UK (external site)

	- Ensure any adverse reactions are reported via the 
Yellow Card Scheme: Yellow Card | Making medicines 
and medical devices safer (external site)

•	Ensure PGDs are locally authorised for use by registered 
professionals. (Please note: PGD templates are not legal 
for use until adapted and authorised by the relevant 
Local Health Board.)

Key points  
•	There are currently two routine RSV immunisation 

programmes which are available year-round:

	The older adults’ programme 

•	Individuals turning 75 are eligible and should be invited 
for vaccination within 12 weeks of turning 75. They 
remain eligible indefinitely. 

•	The RSV catch-up programme for individuals aged 75 
to 79 years has been extended. Individuals in this group 
also remain eligible indefinitely. Read the CMO letter 
- RSV Vaccine (August 2025) | Welsh Government 
(external site) for further information.

	The maternal programme for infant protection

•	The maternal programme for infant protection should be 
offered to all pregnant women from 28 weeks’ gestation. 

•	Pregnant women remain eligible for vaccination until 
discharge from maternity services, although early 
vaccination from 28 weeks is recommended.

•	Vaccination should be offered in each pregnancy to 
protect each infant against RSV.

•	Remember to identify pregnant women on WIS by 
selecting ‘Yes’ in the drop-down box.
