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During Week 8 (ending 26/02/2023) there were 23 cases of influenza, with 2 further cases from previous weeks. 
Influenza continues to be confirmed in Wales, although overall activity has decreased. COVID-19 cases also 
continue to be detected in symptomatic patients in hospitals and in the community. RSV incidence in children 
under five years of age has decreased from peak levels seen in December and is currently at low intensity 
levels. Rhinovirus, SARS-CoV-2, adenovirus, and seasonal coronaviruses are the most commonly detected 
causes of Acute Respiratory Infection (ARI). 
 

• The Sentinel GP consultation rate for influenza-like illness (ILI) in Wales during Week 08, was 3.2 
consultations per 100,000 practice population (Table 1). This is a decrease compared to the previous Week (4.4 
consultations per 100,000, Figure 1). 
  

• The Sentinel GP consultation rate for Acute Respiratory Infections (ARI) was 208.8 per 100,000 practice 
population during Week 08 (Table 2 and Figure 3). This is a decrease compared to the previous week (222.0 per 
100,000). Weekly consultations for Lower Respiratory Tract Infections (at 71.5 per 100,000) and Upper 
Respiratory Tract Infections (138.9 per 100,000) decreased compared to the previous week. 
  

• The percentage of calls to NHS Direct Wales which were ‘influenza-related’ (cold/flu, cough, fever, headache, 
and sore throat) during Week 08 decreased to 18.7% (Figure 9).   

  

• During Week 8, 1,248 specimens received multiplex respiratory panel testing mainly from patients attending 
hospitals. These results do not include samples tested solely for SARS-CoV-2. There were 16 samples positive 
for influenza, of which four were A(H1N1), two were A(H3N2), and ten were influenza B. Overall influenza positivity 
increased to 1.3% across all age groups; was stable at 1.0% in those aged 18 years and over; and increased to 
1.9% in those aged under 18 years.  In addition, there were 228 rhinovirus, 150 SARS-CoV-2, 94 adenovirus, 73 
seasonal coronaviruses, 59 parainfluenza, 51 human metapneumovirus, 46 enterovirus, and 32 RSV positive 
samples (Figure 5). Additionally, 964 samples from patients were tested for influenza, RSV and SARS-CoV-2 
only, many of these tests may be associated with screening activities rather than diagnostic testing for patients 
presenting with ARI symptoms. Of these 964 samples, 239 were positive for SARS-CoV-2, eight were positive for 
RSV, six for influenza B, and one was positive for influenza A (Figure 6). Furthermore, during Week 8, 60 
respiratory specimens were tested from patients in intensive care units (ICU) of which none were positive for 
influenza (Figure 7).  
 

• There were 45 surveillance samples from patients with ILI symptoms collected by sentinel GPs and community 
pharmacies during week 8. Of the 45 samples, 11 were positive for enterovirus, three for human 
metapneumovirus, three for seasonal coronaviruses and one for RSV, rhinovirus, adenovirus and SARS-CoV-2 
respectively (as at 01/03/2023) (Figure 4).  

 

• In Week 08 there were 7.4 confirmed cases per 100,000 in those aged under five years (Figure 7). The 
provisional MEM threshold in Wales which predicts the start of the annual RSV season in children younger than 
five years is 6.3 confirmed cases per 100,000 

 

• The 7-day rolling sum of cases hospitalised within 28 days of an influenza positive test result in the community 
(or up to two days post-admission) decreased to five during Week 8, from six during the previous week. (Figures 
10 & 11).   

 

• During week 8, 18 ARI outbreaks were reported to the Public Health Wales Health Protection team. All 18 were 
reported as COVID-19. All 18 ARI outbreaks were reported in residential care homes. 

 
• According to EuroMoMo analysis, all-cause deaths in Wales were not significantly in excess during week 7.

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Influenza activity – UK and international summary  
• As of Week 7, GP ILI consultations decreased in Northern Ireland to 2.6 per 100,000, in Scotland to 3.9 and in 

England to 4.5 per 100,000. 
• During Week 7, 178 samples testing positive for influenza were reported in England (including 6 A(H3), 46 A(not 

subtyped) and 126 influenza B; no samples tested positive for A(H1N1)pdm09). Overall influenza positivity 
increased to 2.5% in Week 7. UK summary data are available from the UKHSA Influenza and COVID-19 
Surveillance Report. 
  

• The WHO and the European Centre for Disease Prevention and Control (ECDC) reported in their weekly joint 
influenza update, that during Week 7, nine countries reported baseline activity, eight countries reported low-
intensity, 17 reported medium-intensity, five reported high-intensity and one reported very high-intensity. From 
the 39 countries reporting, three reported sporadic spread, three reported local spread, ten reported regional 
spread, and 23 reported widespread activity (across the Region). During Week 7, 957 (30%) of samples from 
patients presenting to all sentinel primary care centres with ILI or ARI symptoms tested positive for influenza. 
This is an increase from the previous week and remains above the threshold for epidemic activity (10%). Of 
sentinel specimens that tested positive for influenza for the season to date, 45% were influenza A (80% H3, and 
20% A(H1N1)pdm09) and 55% were influenza B. Source: Flu News Europe: http://www.flunewseurope.org/ 

 

• The WHO reported on 20/2/2023, based on data up to 05/02/2023, that globally, influenza has decreased, with 
influenza A predominating, with a slightly larger proportion of Influenza A(H1N1pdm09) viruses detected among 
the subtypes.  

• In the temperate zones of the southern hemisphere, influenza remained at interseasonal levels. The majority of 
detections were influenza A(H1N1)pdm09.  

• In tropical Central and South America, influenza detections remained low across the subregion. Of the influenza 
detected A(H3N2) virus was predominant. ILI rates increased in Guadalupe and Saint Martin. In Guatemala, 
influenza positivity remained above the expected levels. SARS-CoV-2 activity decreased across all countries in 
the region, except Costa Rica and Mexico, and RSV activity remained low. 

• In Western Africa, influenza activity remained low and continues to decrease. Burkina Faso, and Cote D’Ivoire 
reported few detections of influenza B/Victoria. In Middle and Eastern Africa countries, sporadic detections of all 
influenza subtypes were reported. 

• In Southern Asia, influenza activity remained low. India and reported an increase in influenza A(H3N2) detections, 
while Pakistan and Sri Lanka reported influenza A(H1N1) detections. In South-East Asia, influenza activity 
increased due to a surge in influenza cases, mainly from Malaysia. A slight increase of influenza activity was 
reported in Thailand and Singapore.  

• In Northern Africa, influenza activity remained elevated.  In Western and Middle Africa, influenza activity remained 
low. In Eastern Africa, all seasonal subtypes decreased. 

• In Central Asia, influenza activity decreased overall but remains relatively high with positivity above 10%. 
In Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan, influenza B detections predominated.

• Based on FluNet reporting (as of 21/02/2023), during the period from 23/01/2023 – 05/02/2023, National Influenza 
Centres and other national influenza laboratories from 127 countries, areas or territories reported influenza 
surveillance data. The WHO Global Influenza Surveillance and Response System laboratories tested more than 
435,112 specimens during that period, of which 27,978 were positive for influenza viruses, 19,219 (68.7%) of 
those positive for influenza were typed as influenza A (of the subtyped influenza A viruses, 3,040 (57.9%) were 
influenza A(H1N1)pdm09 and 2,211 (42.1%) were influenza A(H3N2)). Of the 27,978 samples tested positive for 
influenza viruses, 8,759 tested positive for Influenza B, and of the characterised B viruses, 592 (100%) was B-

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Update on influenza activity in North America 

• The USA Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) report that seasonal influenza activity is at low levels 
across the country during Week 07 (ending 18/02/2023). Nationally, 833 (1.0%) out of 80,331 specimens, tested 
positive for influenza in Week 07 in clinical laboratories nationwide. Of these, 618 (74.2%) were influenza A and 
215 (25.8%) were influenza B. Further testing has been carried out on 6,020 specimens by public health 
laboratories, with 83 samples testing positive for influenza; 24 influenza A(H1N1)pdm09 (45.3%), 29 influenza 
A(H3N2) (54.7%), 19 samples where subtyping was not performed, and 11 influenza B.

• The Public Health Agency of Canada reported that during Week 7, influenza activity remains at low levels typically 
observed in late spring/early summer.

• The latest WHO Influenza at Human-Animal Interface summary reports that there have been no publicly available 
reports from China or other countries on influenza A(H7N9) in recent months, but overall risk assessments are 
unchanged.
